Respect the Owner

Luke 16:1-13
It’s not about me. It’s about leading others to Jesus.

“Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful.” 
1 Corinthians 4:2 NKJV
A steward is a _________________________________ of another’s resources. God is the owner.

Observations:

· Mammon is wealth: money and the things it buys

· We cannot serve both God and wealth

· God does not need your money

· No one is above accusation

The key to this parable, verse 9, breaks down into three parts:

“an everlasting home”

“when you fail”

“make friends by wealth”

How do we do that? Two contrasting parables.
The Prodigal Son. Luke 15. 

The Good Samaritan. Luke 10. 

The bottom line: If we are going to Heaven, we must use God’s resources to help people get to Heaven so that they are there to receive us when we arrive.
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
